Downloadable Logo Guidelines


For each logo, there is a JPG & WORD DOC (low-resolution), and an EPS and PDF (high-resolution). 

A WORD DOC file can be viewed using Microsoft Word, SimpleText or similar text editor. Logo images have been included in the word documents.  A JPG can be viewed by dragging the file into a web browser.  PICTS and JPGS can be imported into Word and Powerpoint documents. Download the low-res file by clicking the link beside the logo (.zip for both PC and Mac) and either view it or insert it into your document. 

EPS files are best used for high resolution printing. Download the hi-res file by clicking the link beside the logo (.zip for both PC and Mac.) To view these hi-res files, you will need graphics software such as Illustrator, Photoshop or QuarkXpress. 

PDFs can be used for printing. Download the pdf file by clicking the Adobe Acrobat icon ([image: image1.png]


). To save these files on a PC, right-click on the icon then select "Save Target As...". To save these files on a Mac, click-and-hold the mouse over the icon then select "Save as...". To view these files, you will need Adobe Reader. This free software is available at Adobe's website: http://www.adobe.com/support/downloads/main.html. 

All files are in compressed format (.zip for both PC and Mac), and should decompress automatically upon downloading using the appropriate software. 

There are at least two free trial downloads that can be used for expanding .Zip files. The first is WinZip which can be downloaded from http://www.winzip.com (supports Win). The second is Stuffit Expander which can be downloaded from http://www.aladdinsys.com/expander/index.html (supports Win, Mac, Linux).
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
